1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Judith Foot and Bill Hatton. 

2. Election of Chairman. Kristian Berggreen was elected as Chairman of the committee for 2009/10.

3. Declarations of Interest. None.

7. Draft MSDC Sustainable Rural Communities Chapter of the Core Strategy Position Paper “Rebuilding Mid Sussex”.  The committee supported the paper, but it was agreed that Bill Hatton would be asked if he had any further comments.  

8. Housing Needs Survey. The committee considered a proposal from the Policy, Resources and Communications Committee that the council ask AIRS to carry out a Housing Needs Survey, at a cost of £1,500. It was agreed that with the current uncertainties in the housing market, it was not an appropriate time to carry out a housing needs survey. There were already a considerable number of affordable houses allocated to Hassocks, through the Mackie Avenue development etc, and in the current market conditions it was possible that the number of affordable units would be increased.  

9. Annual Operating Statement. In the absence of Judith Foot, who had put the proposal forward, it was agreed to defer consideration of this issue to the next meeting. 

10. Mackie Avenue Development. Leslie Campbell reported on flooding near footpath 19K, which appeared to come from a pipe in the Mackie Avenue development. Barratts had been asked to investigate. The letter dated 29 May 2009 from WSCC regarding traffic calming measures was noted.   
11. Station Goods Yard. The letter dated 22 May 2009 from Tom Clark, Solicitor to MSDC, regarding a development brief for the station goods yard site, was noted. Noel Thomas would contact the Planning Inspectorate regarding the Inspector’s requirement for a development brief, and whether this applied to a planning application registered before the Inspector’s report was adopted.
