Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on Monday 10 May 2010 at 7.30 pm in the Parish Centre, Adastra Park, Hassocks.

1. Apologies for Absence.     None
2. Declarations of Interest. Noel Thomas declared an interest in item 9 as a member of the Weald Lawn Tennis & Squash Club and Frank Rylance declared an interest in 45 Damian Way as a resident of Damian Way
3. Minutes of the Meeting held on 19 April 2010. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
Item 11 was brought forward for discussion:

Roger Hobbs, representing Hassocks Football Club and a representative from 1st key Ramblers Rest were in attendance.  Mr Hobbs outlined the proposed plans for the extension of pitch facilities and changing facilities at the Football Club explaining that their original plans put in two years ago were withdrawn due to lack of funding.  1st Key had also submitted a previous application for the Ramblers Rest. Discussions had now taken place between Hassocks Football Club, 1st Key and MSDC and on the advice of Mid Sussex a joint planning application had been submitted on 4th May 2010. 
The application is to include, 23 timber holiday lodges, 1 facility lodge, 1 single storey changing room, 3 new football pitches, (adult, junior & mini), and landscaping and ponds. 

Some pieces of land had been rearranged in order to fit in the 3 pitches and to facilitate car parking spaces.  It was envisaged that some sports facility monies would be available for this development.
Concerns were raised by the councillors about parking on the A273, however they were assured that this had been addressed and that at present there is  sufficient parking to meet the required criteria but more could be added should it prove necessary.  An arrangement had also been made with Jonathan Tate who was happy for coaches to be parked in the Garden Centre car park.

Proposed extension of rear dormer to provide new shower room and window to bedroom 2.
Response:   Recommend Approval
HA/10/01217/FUL 28 Church Mead, Hassocks.
Part retrospective application and part proposed application for extension to existing dwelling to include rear extension, roof extension with barn-hip gable ends, central projecting gable and three roof lights on the rear elevation and four roof lights in front north roofslope: follow on application to refused application 10/00383/FUL
Response: Recommend Refusal.
Despite the removal of 2 dormers to the front of the property the application remains the same therefore the Parish Council’s  previous comments on application 10/03403 still apply, namely:

The development is detrimental to the street scene and out of keeping with the design of other dwellings in Church Mead.  Because of its bulk and height, it would adversely affect the adjoining properties and overlooks the adjoining properties to an unacceptable extent.  The design is of poor quality and the plans are inaccurate and misleading and there are discrepancies in the measurements quoted.

The Parish Council would keep an eye on the problem and ask Councillor Swaine and the residents of No. 1 Queens Drive to report any future problems which may occur. P
