HASSOCKS PARISH COUNCIL 12 JANUARY 2010.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION.

Howard Collins, Chairman of Keymer and Hassocks Cricket Club (KHCC), put a formal request to the council for a delay to the rebuilding of the pavilion in Adastra Park until after the 2010 cricket season. He was aware that a letter from KHCC had been considered at the 8 December 2009 Parish Council meeting. KHCC were requesting the delay because their promotion to the County League could be blocked if they could not provide changing, catering and other facilities and the club would lose bar revenue of approximately £3,000 for the season. A delay would not affect the grant funding for the project, the rebuilding cost was unlikely to change much, and there was no reason to rush the project at this stage as it had been subject to a number of delays in the past. KHCC were the prime user of the facility at the moment, and had put a lot of time, and financial commitment into the project. The pavilion was the home, the heartbeat and the social centre of KHCC, and the loss of the facility for a season would have a greater impact on the cricket club than other users. KHCC had made great efforts to win promotion to the County League, and it would be a huge disappointment to the club to be denied promotion through lack of facilities.

Bill Hatton said that the council noted KHCC request, and that the matter would be considered by the Adastra Park Community Centre Sub Committee at its next meeting.
