PUBLIC PARTICIPATION.

John Gilbert, Chair of the Adastra Tennis Club, said that there had been correspondence between the Club and HPC about the tennis courts in Adastra Park In the Club’s opinion the resurfaced courts were a mess, the surface was breaking up, they had not been properly sealed, it was very difficult to play tennis on them, and the courts were better before they were resurfaced.

Mr Wylam said that it would be difficult for the club to attract new members with the court surfaces as they were, and that the contractor would be devastated to see what a mess had been left. 
Another resident said she was surprised that there had not been a due diligence process to sign off the work, and asked if alternative quotations had been obtained before the work was carried out.

The Chairman responded that the council had followed its financial procedures in tendering for the resurfacing work. The Clerk confirmed that when the work had been carried out in 2008, three quotations had been obtained, and the Chairman of the Adastra Tennis Club at that time had been involved in the specification and arrangements for the resurfacing. The contractors who carried out the work in 2008 had inspected the courts in February and March 2010, and reported that they could not find any damage to the playing surface.
