2. Declarations of Interest. None.

7. Station Goods Yard. Noel Thomas had contacted the Planning Inspectorate regarding consideration of a planning application ahead of the preparation of a development brief, given that the Planning Inspector had recommended that a brief be prepared. The Planning Inspectorate had given a verbal opinion that a development brief was required, but their written response had been inconclusive. 
8. Annual Operating Statement. The committee considered the draft Annual Operating Statement, and proposed a number of changes. It was agreed that Judith Foot would revise the Statement, in light of the committee’s comments, and it would be put to the September 2009 meeting of the Parish Council for approval.
9. 28 Churchmead, Keymer. MSDC had confirmed that the development being carried out at the site was within permitted development.
10. Community Landscape Character Statement. It was noted that Phil Mead would  put proposals for a Community Landscape Character Statement to the September 2009 Parish Council meeting.
