1. Apology for Absence. Phil Mead.

2. Declarations of Interest. None.

The meeting was adjourned for public participation. A member of the public spoke to object to application HA/09/00052/LBC, Oldland Mill House.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 26 January 2009. The minutes were taken as read, agreed as a correct record, with the following amendment:

Application 08/03781/FUL Oldlands, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks, add:

“ The committee agreed to write to the District Councillors asking that, if the Planning Officer was minded to approve the application, they should request that it be called in”. 

and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

4. Applications

HA/08/03979/FUL Barratt Homes Development Site, Mackie Avenue, Hassocks.

Re-plan to phase 1 layout, replace existing plots 5,6,10,11,12 and 23 (4x4 bed & 1x5 bed house) with 10x3 bed house.

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposal was too dense and would be detrimental to the visual amenity of the estate. The increase in house numbers would also have an adverse impact of the infrastructure to support the development, and exacerbate the strain on school and health provision, water resources, waste water disposal etc.  

The plans are confusing, the scale is said to be 1:100, but is in fact 1:500, and there is no indication as to whether the houses will be for commercial or social housing.

HA/09/00013/LDC 48 Stanford Avenue, Hassocks.

Conversion of loft to create new ensuite bedroom with dormer to rear and rooflights to front.

Response: No comments.

HA/09/00052/FUL 10 Meadows, Hassocks.

Demolition of existing garage and construction of new single storey extension.

Response; recommend approval.

HA/09/0055/LBC Oldland Mill House, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks.

Alterations to create ancillary accommodation for guests or staff.

Response: recommend refusal.

The council has safety concerns regarding having accommodation close to working mill because of the risk of fire or components being blown off the mill.

To the council’s knowledge there has been no residential use of the building in the last 20 years.

The granary is probably original, and has been in existence for over 100 years.

The alterations proposed would be detrimental to the character of the granary.

It was agreed that the Case Officer would be asked if he had any information regarding his decision on the application, because if he was minded to grant permission, HPC would ask the District Councillors to call the applications in (cc District Councillors).

Demolish existing front porch and create new lean to roof canopy porch.
