Whilst the number of dwellings have been reduced from the previous application, this still represents an overdevelopment of the site and an undesirable mix of commercial, housing and business premises in a conservation area, (There is no mention of the conservation area in the application).  The provision of parking is inadequate in what is a dangerous location for traffic and where on street parking is not an option. 
HA/10/01711/FUL – 9 Station Cottages, Station Approach West, Hassocks.

Erection of a terrace of 4 x 1 bed cottages (revised application following 09/02940/FUL
Response:   Recommend Refusal 
The Parish Council finds this application confusing.  It states that permission is sought for 4 houses but the submitted plans show it forms part of a larger development , part of which was allowed on appeal in April 2007 (HA/06/00838/FUL).  The Parish Council is of the view that the application should be amended to make clear what exactly is being applied for.  In any event the Parish Council object to this proposal on the following grounds.

· The proposal is a gross overdevelopment with inadequate amenity space for the dwellings which would create a substandard residential environment.

· No parking provision is made for the dwellings.  This would increase the existing congestion at the station and create a conflict between residential and station parking.

· The houses would be 8m in height and also at a higher ground level than the houses in  he Willows in Semley Road.  The main living room windows of the houses would be only 2mtr from the boundary with the Willows and the houses would overlook these properties to an unacceptable degree.
