1. Apology for Absence. Noel Thomas.
2. Declarations of Interest. None. 
The meeting was adjourned for public participation. Mr Alan Sanders of 3 The Minnels, spoke to object to application HA/10/00732/FUL, 78 Keymer Road, Hassocks.
3. Minutes of the Meetings held on 8 and 9 March 2010. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
4. Minutes of the Planning Sub Groups held on 24 February 2010. The minutes were noted.
5. Hassocks Tourist Group: Map Boards and Cycle Racks. Michelle Binks of the Hassocks Community Partnership (HCP) Tourist Group gave details of the plans for erecting four map boards and additional cycle racks in the village which the group had obtained funding for as part of the cycle hire project. The committee thought that three maps would be sufficient, one at the station, one in the centre of the village, and one in Keymer, and that the HCP should be responsible for the future maintenance of the boards. It was proposed to site the cycle racks outside the Hassocks Hotel, Day Lewis Chemist, Keymer Parade and The Greyhound. The committee did not think that that the area outside the Downsview Delicatessen would be an appropriate location for a cycle rack. It was noted that the Tourist Group would be preparing a report on the proposed location of the signage and cycle racks, which would be submitted to the Parish Council, and that the Group would be applying to MSDC and WSCC Highways to obtain the necessary planning consents .  
The Parish Council had been given four prints of the Shoppers Map for possible display in the village, but it was agreed that as the Tourist Group would be erecting information maps in the village, there would not be any suitable sites for further maps.

8. MSDC Planning Performance Agreements. The committee agreed a response to the MSDC consultation.
9. Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) Review 2010. The committee considered the letter dated 22 March 2010 from MSDC. RESOLVED that a response would be sent saying that HPC would like to put forward the National Tyres site in the centre of the village to be considered, as part of a comprehensive scheme to enhance the village centre.
10. Discussion on achieving greater consistency on responses to planning applications, and reflecting the requirements of the VDS. Phil Mead raised the question of how the committee could achieve greater consistency in its responses to planning applications. It was greed that members could only make decisions on the basis of the information provided, given that councillors were all volunteers and not qualified planners. It was difficult even for planning authorities to achieve total consistency. It was suggested that committee members should take advantage of the planning training opportunities offered by MSDC as these arose, and that members could look at planning applications in advance of committee meetings, and make site visits as necessary, to gain a greater understanding of the more complex applications
11. Clayton Mills development, Mackie Avenue.. 
a) Wheel washing. The email from Steve Ashdown at MSDC dated 12 March 2010 was noted. Phil Mead and Derek Swaine had met Steve Ashdown on 17 March 2010 and he was going to contact Barratts regarding the noise nuisance, and report back. Phil Mead and Derek Swaine were going to meet Rob Jackman from MSDC Environmental Health on site on 30 March 2010.
b) Traffic Calming. The draft letter dated 24 March 2010 from Andrew Howick of WSCC to Barratts regarding traffic calming in Grand Avenue was considered. The committee had no comments on the letter. WSCC would be asked to forward a copy of the Section 278 application to HPC for comment.
12. Station Goods Yard. There was nothing to report. The email dated 23 March 2010 from Will Dorman at MSDC regarding discussions with National Grid had been circulated to committee members.
13. Weald Lawn Tennis and Squash Club. The committee noted the letter dated 19 March 2010 from Tom Clark at MSDC reporting that the Standards Board had found no failure by Councillor Janice Henwood to comply with the Members Code of Conduct, and that therefore the planning application 09/00952/FUL  would now be activated once the section 106 agreement had been concluded.
14. The Old Granary, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks. There was nothing further to report.
15. Review of the Planning Committee Annual Operating Statement. It was agreed to defer consideration of this item.
