1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Mavis Flowers, who was unwell, and Judith Foot, who was away.
2. Declarations of Interest. None.
The meeting was adjourned for public participation. Two members of the public spoke to object to application HA/09/03403/FUL 28 Church Mead, Hassocks. 
3. Minutes of the Meeting held on 9 December 2009. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record. It was agreed that, with regard to paragraph 8, Station Goods Yard, a letter would be sent to Claire Tester asking for confirmation of the timetable for the production of a development brief.

Demolition of fire damaged house and construction of 2 detached houses.

The development is detrimental to the street scene and out of keeping with the traditional design of the other dwellings in Church Mead, and would set a precedent which would adversely affect the character of the area. Because of its bulk and height, it adversely affects the adjoining properties, and overlooks the adjoining properties to an unacceptable extent. The design is of poor quality. The plans are inaccurate and misleading, and there are discrepancies in the measurements quoted, for example with regard to the size of the roof.

The Parish Council would wish the application to be considered by committee, and it was understood that the District Councillors had called it in. It was agreed that the Parish Council should be represented at the MSDC Planning Committee meeting, and Noel Thomas would attend.
