1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Patrick Shanahan and Joanna Saady.

2. Declarations of Interest. None.

3. Minutes of the Meeting held on 22 April 2009. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, with the correction of the date from 22 March to 22 April 2009, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record. 

4. Revised Design. Jake White tabled a design revised in light of comments at the previous meeting.

· Urinals in the changing rooms. After discussion it was agreed to leave the question of providing a door until later when building work was underway. It was noted that the provision of urinals meant that the changing rooms were not fully unisex, which could be an issue for female sports clubs hiring the facilities.

· West elevation. A window had been incorporated, to provide natural daylight. This could be fixed or opening.

· Hatch to kitchen. An opening hatch had been incorporated.

· South and East elevations. These would have rendered panels.

· Clock. This had been incorporated on the east elevation. It was agreed this should be sited as high up as possible.

· Cladding. This would be sweet chestnut, with a textured finish. It could be treated to achieve a different colour.  

5. Presentation to the Parish Council, 12 May 2009. Ecotecture would attend to make a presentation. HPC would provide two display boards the plans could be mounted on. A financial summary would be provided for the meeting. The council would be asked to approve the design so that a planning application could be submitted following the meeting. 

6. Timetable. It was hoped to submit a planning application by 15 May 2009.

7. Grant Applications. Howard Collins was progressing the application for green energy funding, and was investigating the possibility of a grant from Sport England, although it was unlikely that this would be successful as the changing rooms did not comply with the standards required by Sport England, which were similar to those of the Football Foundation.

8. Date of next meeting. 24 June 2009 at 7.30 pm.

There being no other business, the Chairman closed the meeting at 9.40 pm.
