1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Leslie Campbell, who was away, and Noel Thomas.
2. Declarations of interest. None.
The meeting was adjourned for public participation. Two members of the public spoke to object to application HA/10/00322/FUL, 50 Woodsland Road, Hassocks. One member of the public spoke to object to applications HA/10/00383/FUL and HA/10/00384/FUL, 28 Church Mead, Hassocks, and the applicant of the latter and his son spoke to support the applications.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 15 February 2010. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
4. Minutes of the Planning Sub Groups held on 24 February 2010. The minutes were noted. 
5. Applications.

HA/10/03759/FUL 61 Kings Drive, Hassocks.  .      
Loft conversion.

Response: recommend refusal. It was noted that the application had been withdrawn.
HA/10/00322/FUL, 50 Woodsland Road, Hassocks.

Conversion of existing bungalow into two storey house.

Recommend refusal.

The proposal represents over-development of the site, which would be detrimental to the street scene, and would set a precedent for similar developments. HPC would contact the District Councillors to ask them in the public interest to call the application in so that it would be dealt with by committee.

HA/10/00365/REM Allwoods Mill Nursery, London Road, Hassocks. 

Approval of details of access, appearance, landscaping, layout & scale of the site.

Response: recommend approval.

HA/10/00383/FUL 28 Church Mead, Hassocks.

Part retrospective and part proposed application for extension to existing dwelling to include rear extension, roof extension, 3 roof lights to rear, 2 dormer windows & 2 roof lights in front.

Response: recommend refusal.

The scale of the building does not fit in the street scene, is detrimental to the amenities of the area, and un-neighbourly.

HA/10/00384/FUL 28 Church Mead, Hassocks.

Part retrospective and part proposed application for extension to existing dwelling to include rear extension, roof extension with new ridge, central projecting gable, and 3 roof lights in rear roof slope, and 2 dormer windows and 2 roof lights in front roof slope.

Response: recommend approval.

HA/10/00358/FUL News House, London Road, Hassocks.

Single storey rear extension.  
Response: recommend approval.

HA/10/00365/REM Allwoods Nursery, London Road, Hassocks.

Approval of detail of access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale of site. Amended address.

Response: recommend approval.

HA/10/00464/FUL 1 The Close, Hassocks.

One detached bungalow.

Response: recommend refusal.
The proposal would represent over-development of the site, is out of keeping with the street scene, and would provide inadequate amenity space, out of character with the surrounding properties.

HA/10/00492/FUL 86 Grand Avenue, Hassocks.

Single storey rear extension to form kitchen.

Response: recommend approval.

HA/10/00495/FUL 8 The Quadrant, Hassocks.

Loft conversion.

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposal is for a roof extension, not a loft conversion, so the description is misleading, and an amended application should be submitted to correctly describe the proposed development. By virtue of its bulk, the proposal is un-neighbourly, and would have a detrimental impact on adjoining properties. The design is unsympathetic, and out of keeping with the street scene.

7. Application HA/09/03645/FUL, 78 Keymer Road, Hassocks. It was agreed that no new information material to the application had come to light, and the committee therefore endorsed the decision at the 5 January 2010 committee meeting to recommend approval of the application.
8. Signage to the Entrance to the Station Goods Yard Site, Keymer Road, Hassocks. The emails dated 23 January 2010 from John Arnold, Planning Investigation Officer at MSDC, regarding the signs at the entrance to the Station Goods yard site were noted. A letter dated 8 March 2010 from Andy Watt, Senior Planning Officer, MSDC regarding the Heeler Centre signs was circulated at the meeting. It was agreed that a letter would be sent to Mr Watt, thanking him for his very comprehensive response to the Committee Chairman’s letter dated 15 December 2009. .  
9. Clayton Mills Development, Mackie Avenue. A response had not been received to the Committee Chairman’s letter dated 30 January 2010 regarding wheel washing and the use of a street sweeper on the site. It was agreed that Steve Ashdown would be asked to respond, and that if a street sweeper had to be used because wheel washing was impractical, Barratts should be asked to provide a quieter vehicle.

10. Station Goods Yard. The email dated 8 March 2010 from Will Dorman regarding a site visit he made on 5 March 2010 was noted. It was agreed that a response should be sent thanking Mr Dorman for keeping HPC informed of developments, and indicating that HPC looked forward to receiving a draft of the development brief once the problems with the site which had been identified had been resolved.
