10/81 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE. Apologies for absence were received from Noel Thomas, Mavis Flowers and Jose Gargett. Apologies were also received from District Councillor Gordon Marples, and PCSO Emma Collett..

10/82 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.

The meeting was adjourned for public participation. There were no questions from the public. 
10/83 MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 11 MAY 2010. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.  

10/84 REPORTS.

a) Police Report. A report was received from PCSO Emma Collett on:
· Distraction burglary in Grand Avenue on 20 May 2010

· Car stolen from Grand Avenue on 6 June 2010

·  Police donation of £400 to the Keymer & Hassocks Cricket Club

· Hassocks Neighbourhood Panel, 24 June 2010 at 7.30 pm in the Parish Centre. Chris Bere would attend on behalf of HPC.

b) District Councillor’s Report. A report was received from Gordon Marples on:
· Clayton Mills development, MSDC were contacting Barratts regarding a hole in the road in Sycamore Way, and subcontractors working on Sundays. There had also been discussions on the silt build up in the balancing pond, and concerns had been expressed about the issue of safety around the pond.

· The planning application HA/10/01344/COU Land adjacent to Hassocks FC, Brighton Road, Hassocks, for 23 holiday lodge caravans and 3 football pitches, was creating interest in the village, and 50 submissions had already been received by the MSDC planning department.

Sue Hatton reported:.   
· John Jory’s appointment as Chief Executive of Reigate & Banstead council had been confirmed, but no date had yet agreed for his leaving MSDC.

· Workshops were being set up to take forward the regeneration of the three towns following the withdrawl of Thornfields

· The meeting for towns and parish councils on the Core Strategy had been cancelled following the change of government and the proposal to abolish SEEDA.
· A Controlled Parking Zone was being introduced in Burgess Hill in 2011/12. Coiln Wilsdon would obtain details from WSCC Highways. It was suggested that the introduction of a CPZ should be co-ordinated with the MSDC Car Parking Strategy review.   
c) County Councillor’s Report. Colin Wilsdon reported on:
· The WSCC Youth Services Report due in June 2010.
· Downs View Road resurfacing should take place in July 2010
· South Downs National Park role in planning was out for consultation.
d) Planning Committee Meetings, 10 May and 1 June 2010. The minutes were accepted by the council. The committee was in favour of planning in the South Downs National Park being delegated to district. 
e) Grounds Committee Meeting, 19 May 2010. The minutes were accepted by the council.
A site meeting on the Adastra Park tennis courts had been held with Hobarts on 27 May 2010, and Hobarts had agreed to remark the lines and flatten the ridge in the middle court. The tarmac supplier was looking at the surface, and a decision was awaited on whether they would consider having the courts painted at no cost to the council. Councillors Alan Berry and David Cumberland were thanked for their efforts in reaching a satisfactory conclusion with Hobarts.  
f) Rail Matters. Leslie Campbell reported on the Rail Group meeting on 23 April 2010. The minutes of the meeting would be circulated to councillors. It was agreed that a meeting would be arranged with the Rail group to discuss how the council could work together with the group to improve rail services and facilities at the station.
g) Report from Councillors on Meetings of Outside Bodies. None.
10/85 CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS.

a) Adastra Car Park. A meeting had been held with Neil Smith, WSCC Highways Manager, to ask WSCC to progress the introduction of parking restrictions at the entrance to the Adastra Park car park for safety reasons
b) MSDC Parking Strategy. Bill Hatton and Noel Thomas had attended a meeting at MSDC on the car parking review.
10/86 CLERK’S REPORT.

a) Downlands Art and Technology Exhibition. An invitation had been received from Downlands, and it was agreed that Judith Foot would attend on behalf of HPC.
10/87 FINANCIAL REPORT. The Financial Report and the list of cheques presented for May 2010 were approved and the Chairman was authorised to  sign them.

10/88 BANK ACCOUNTS.

After discussion it was RESOLVED that the Council’s Abbey Business Reserve Account should be closed, and the funds moved to a new Barclays Tracker account. RESOLVED that the signatories on the new account would be Bill Hatton, Noel Thomas and Mavis Flowers. 

10/89 ADASTRA PARK COMMUNITY PAVILION. 

a) Update. The update on the project was noted.
b) Invoice from Accel Consulting. The invoice dated 31 May 2010 was APPROVED for payment.
10/90 WSCC LIBRARY SERVICE: MOBILE LIBRARY REVIEW. The email dated 26 May 2010 was noted.

10/91 PARISH OFFICE HEATING. The Chairman reported that it had not been possible to establish what grants were available towards the cost of an air source heat pump, and the economic situation made future grants uncertain. The Parish Centre was not well insulated, and therefore the benefits of an air source heat pump were questionable. The council had considered quotations for conventional and an air source heat pump heating system at its meetings on 9 March 2010 (minute 10/35), and 11 May 2010 (minute 10/72). It was RESOLVED that the Parish Centre boiler should be replaced with a new gas boiler, and that the quotation from Sussex Gas dated 8 February 2010 for the installation of a Volkera condensing boiler should be accepted. Quotations for an annual maintenance agreement would be considered at a future meeting.
