PUBLIC PARTICIPATION, 10 JUNE 2008

Mr Crosta, a resident of Dale Avenue, referred to the proposal by Downlands Community School for an extension to the opening hours of the sports facilities at the school , allowing them to be used from 7.00 am to 11.00 pm. He was extremely concerned about the additional traffic and noise this would generate in a residential area, with a predominantly elderly population, and said that a number of local residents were very angry about the proposal. They already had to put up with noise and traffic during the day, but he thought that the proposal to extend even further the use the of the sports facilities early in the morning and late at night was unacceptable.

Bill Hatton responded that the school would have to make a planning application to vary the hours of opening, and that the parish council would ask MSDC to ensure that the parish council received a copy of the planning application so that the HPC Planning Committee could comment on it. Members of the public were welcome to attend HPC Planning Committee meetings, and could express their views during public participation. WSCC would determine the application, but MSDC would be consulted on it.
