1. Apologies for Absence.  Apologies for absence were received from  Frank Rylance and Mavis Flowers.
2. Declarations of Interest. Kristian Berggreen and Leslie Campbell declared an interest in HA/09/03789/Ful -  20 Woodsland Road as they both live in Woodsland Road.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 5th January 2010. The minutes were taken as read, agreed as a correct record, and signed by the Chairman.
4. Applications

HA/09/03840/FUL - 4 The Close, Hassocks BN6 8DW
Proposed extensions to the rear and side including roof alterations.
Response: Recommend approval.
HA/10/00034/FUL- 8 Meadows, Hassocks, BN6 8EH
Extension and alterations to modify existing garage and porch, provide enlarged living room together with first floor flank extension to provide additional bedroom and bathroom.
Response: Recommend refusal – This is overdevelopment of the site and would be detrimental to No.9 and the street scene.  The proposed building would overshadow and be overbearing to property No.  9.
HA/10/00005/FUL – 14 The Spinney, Hassocks, BN6 8EJ
First Floor extension to east side of house over existing garage and utility.

Response: Recommend refusal – The Parish Council do not object in principle to the two storey extension, but feel that the overhang on the first floor would be overbearing and have a detrimental effect on the adjoining property and the street scene.
HA/09/03789/FUL – 20 Woodsland Road,  Hassocks, BN6 8HG
Hip to gable roof extension, extension of existing rear dormer, extension of existing chimney stack.  Amendment to planning consent 07/02977/FUL.
Response: recommend approval.
HA/09/03858/FUL – 49 Kings Drive, Hassocks, BN6 8DY
Construction of 2 x 3 bedroom semi detached two storey houses and alterations to existing house to provide 2 x 3 bedroom semi detached two storey houses and car parking.
Response: Recommend refusal. This proposal is overdevelopment of the site, detrimental to the street scene and out of character to the area.

Proposed extension to provide granny accommodation.

Response: Recommend approval.
