1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Judith Foot and Kristian Berggreen

2. Chairman. In the absence of Kristian Berggreen, Leslie Campbell was appointed as Chairman for the meeting.

The Chairman adjourned the meeting for public participation. Three members of the public raised objections to application 08/01908/FUL, 8 Ockley Lane, Hassocks. 

3. Declarations of Interest. .None.

4. Minutes of the meeting held on 25 June 2008. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

08/01774/FUL 11 Bonny Wood Road, Hassocks 
Single storey rear addition and proposed porch 

Response: recommend approval.

08/01849/FUL 1 and 2 Wood Cottage, Brighton Road, Hassocks

Replacement rear two storey extensions to north & south cottages and improvement to vehicular access 

Response: recommend approval.

The Parish Council is concerned about the proposal to remove the hedge and replace it with fencing, which would be out of keeping with the visual amenity of the surrounding area. The hedge should be retained, but, if its removal is required for safety reasons regarding access, a replacement hedge should be planted further back from the road.  

08/01908/FUL 8 Ockley Lane, Hassocks

Removal of existing garage and construction of single storey annex for dwelling purposes.

Response: recommend refusal.

In light of the objections identified by MSDC in response to application 08/00644/FUL, and objections raised by neighbouring residents, the Parish Council agrees with the reasons for refusal of the previous application, which also apply to the current application. If the application were granted, a condition should be attached that the annex should not be used as a separate dwelling 

08/1787/FUL 44 Manor Avenue, Hassocks

Rear extension and loft conversion and porch. 

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposed development is overbearing and out of character with the remainder of the building. 

08/02026/FUL, 9 Clayton Avenue, Hassocks

Modification and enlargement of existing house

Response: recommend approval.

The council has received a letter of objection regarding run off water from the proposed development. MSDC should investigate the question of run off, and if this is likely to cause a problem, should incorporate a condition to deal with this problem. 

08/02044/FUL 105 Mackie Avenue, Hassocks.

Loft conversion with side dormers, two velux and one ensuite. Rear extension.     

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposal represents over development of the site, would be detrimental to the visual amenities of the street scene, and would be un-neighbourly to adjoining properties.

08/02143/FUL 2 The Bourne, Hassocks.

Side extension to existing house and alterations..

Response: recommend approval.

08/02145/FUL 19 Shepherds Walk, Hassocks.

Single storey rear extension. Front first floor extension to bedroom.

Response: recommend approval.

Demolition of rear lobby. New flat roof extension to rear.
