1. Apologies for Absence. Apologies for absence were received from Noel Thomas and Mavis Flowers.

2. Election of Chairman. Kristian Berggreen was elected Chairman for 2008/9.

3. Declarations of Interest. Leslie Campbell declared an interest in application 08/01448/OUT, 32 Woodsland Road, as he knew the applicant.

4. Minutes of the meeting held on 12 May 2008. The minutes were taken as read, agreed by the meeting, and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

08/01294/FUL 34 Stanford Avenue, Hassocks 
Replacement single storey side extension. 

Response: recommend approval.

08/01451/FUL 5 Clayton Avenue, Hassocks

1 new dwelling at the north end of the rear garden 

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposal would represent over-development of the site, is unsatisfactory in a residential environment, un-neighbourly, and access to the new dwelling would be problematic.

08/01472/FUL 6 Ann Close, Hassocks

Minor demolitions, single storey rear extension and internal alterations.

Response: recommend approval.

08/1480/LDC 118 Grand Avenue, Hassocks

Proposed works to link up side and rear dormer. 

Response: the LDC was noted. 

08/01448/OUT, 32 Woodsland Road, Hassocks

Erection of single detached dwelling and garage.

Response: recommend approval, with the condition that the oak at the rear of the site is adequately protected.

08/01550/FUL 102 Keymer Road, Hassocks.

Proposed conservatory and replacement porch.     

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposed UPVC conservatory is completely inappropriate for a listed building. The Hassocks Village Design Statement states that “conservatories should be well designed....in materials matching the existing buildings and context. White UPVC would best be avoided”. The council has no objection to the porch, or to the lowering of the front path, with the condition that that the materials should be subject to approval by MSDC, and in character with the existing building.   

08/01569/COU Bramberley Stables, Brighton Road, Hassocks.

Change of use from livery stables to woodland burial. Erection of replacement ancillary building.

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposal would be contrary to countryside policy and detrimental to the visual amenity of the site, which is in the area of the proposed South Downs national park. The proposed building is of poor design and not appropriate in this location, and there are safety concerns regarding the access from the A273.

08/01716/FUL 26A Lodge Lane, Hassocks.

New single garage.

Response: recommend refusal.

The council has objected to the building of a new dwelling on this site, and therefore does not support the proposal for a garage associated with the dwelling.

08/01726/STAT. Keymer Fire Station, Lodge Lane, Hassocks

Proposed overhead line.

Response: the application was noted.

08/01738/LBC 102 Keymer Road, Hassocks

Proposed conservatory and replacement porch.

Response: recommend refusal.

08/01759/TREE 12 Woodsland Road, Hassocks

Lift canopy of lime to 5m above the ground.

Response: recommend refusal. The council supports the proposal from the Tree Officer for trimming to no more than 4m.

08/01297/FUL garden at rear of 2,4 and 6 Mackie Avenue, Hassocks

Dwelling house.  

Response: recommend refusal.

The proposed dwelling is out of keeping with the surrounding street scene by virtue of its size and scale, is un-neighbourly and would be detrimental to the amenities of the property on the eastern side of the site. The council is concerned that a mature tree in the verge in Manor Avenue to the south of the site has been felled, and will contact WSCC regarding the loss of the tree.

Loft conversion.

Response: recommend approval.

Raise roof, 2 new dormers at rear, extension to east elevation, new vehicle access way.

The proposal would represent over development of the site, and be un-neighbourly, overlooking the adjoining property.
