08/03781/FUL  Oldlands, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks BN6 8ND

Single storey dining room extension to rear of property. New back door

porch. Internal re-furbishment. Erection of 3 bay garage and garden store.

Response: Recommend approval.

There should be a condition restricting the garage block to only be used as garaging in association with the main dwelling.

08/03782/LBC Oldlands, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks BN6 8ND

Single storey dining room extension to rear of property. New back door porch. Internal re-furbishment. Erection of 3 bay garage and garden store.

Response: Recommend approval.

There should be a condition restricting the garage block to only be used as garaging in association with the main dwelling.

8/03864/FUL  Puffins, Ockley Lane, Hassocks BN6 8NU

Erection of rear conservatory. Amended plans received 6 January 2009.

Response: Recommend approval.

08/03036/FUL Downsview, Wellhouse Lane, Burgess Hill RH15 0BN

Pool/summer house for use as a home office. Small area of hard standing in corner of field to provide additional parking space. Shed adjacent to hard standing to provide secure shelter for a classic car.

Response: Recommend refusal.

The Parish Council objects to this application for the pool/summer house for use as an office and the hard standing which are for commercial use and which are inappropriate in this rural setting.

08/03924/FUL  15 The Crescent, Hassocks BN6 8RB

Construction of car port.

Response: Recommend approval.

08/04001/LDC  44 Manor Avenue, Hassocks BN6 8NQ

Loft conversion with gable and dormer plus front entrance porch.

This is an application to establish whether the proposed development is lawful: this will be a legal decision where the planning merits of the proposed development cannot be taken into account.

Response: The LDC was noted.

08/03090/FUL  78 Keymer Road, Hassocks BN6 8QP

Demolition of existing fire damaged house and the construction of 2 detached houses.

Response: Recommend refusal.

This is over-development of the site and out of keeping with the visual amenity of the street scene. The Parish Council have concerns regarding both oak trees on the site which the proposed development would adversely affect.

Internal alterations, re-construction of roof following fire and first floor extension over existing garage and kitchen.

Response: Recommend approval.
09/00025/FUL  Outbuilding – Oldland Mill House, Oldlands Lane, Hassocks BN6 8ND

Alterations to create ancillary accommodation for guests or staff.

Response: Recommend refusal.

This application is tantamount to creating a separate dwelling and is contrary to countryside policy. The application is confusing in that it states that the building is listed and yet there is no listed building consent application. The application contains errors as it is believed the building can be seen from the footpath and also the adjacent windmill is not disused. 

This is an historically important building and the Council is concerned that these alterations will damage it.

Demolition of Wilmington Lodge and Beech House and ancillary outbuildings and erection of 14 dwellings comprised of 8 houses and 

6 apartments.

The Parish Council accepts this development has been approved, but would like to register its concerns that the construction of the vision splays will necessitate the destruction of the trees to the west of the vision splays. It supports the Tree Officer in his attempts to protect the trees on this site.
